The main

objective of the program was to provide open platform to the children to show their talent and motivate

them to leave the street life.

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I am Kiran Shrestha, 17, from Dhading district.

I had six members in my family including

father, mother, two elder brothers and step

mother. When I was 5, my mother died due to

blood cancer. Then after, I couldn't get

appropriate care & good behavior from step

mother. My one brother went to Saudi Arabia

and other to Kathmandu for employment. In the

same year, my father brought me to Kathmandu

and admitted in school's hostel to study in class

two. But a year later, I went back home and

studied in local school.

Since there was no good family environment, I

returned to Kathmandu leaving home in 2011

with my friends and adopted street life. My

brother attempted to rescue me and enrolled in

school but I ignored. I was happy living in the

street where I could smoke, sniff glue, and earn

money by begging & garbage collection.

While spending two years in the street, I got to

know about VOC's Bisaune (Welcome Center)

and visited the center. I got motivation to live in

the center, so I left street life. While living

there, my father took me home. But I couldn't

adjust there and backed to the center. The

center referred me to Preparation Center where

I got counseling, trainings & awareness classes

which helped me to understand about the

importance of family, education and good

behaviors.

After four months, as I showed my interest to

stay with my family, VOC reintegrated me.

Now, I am happy to help my father in his work

as he drives his own mini truck. I also learned

to drive and I’m planning to apply for driving

license soon. Social worker from VOC still visits

my family and discuss about the importance of

family, relationship, behavior, future plan etc.

which help us to build a strong bond within our

family. Now I am happily living with my family

since October 2013. They are loving & caring

and more conscious towards my future.

They eagerly participated in the show and
shared their views by saying it was very
entertaining and heart touching drama that helped
them to make aware on the cause of children
leaving home and the importance of family
relationship and parental care.

Participated in Intl. Cooperative Workshop

Two children with Program Coordinator
participated Child Health Cooperative (CHC)
workshop in New Delhi, India from 18th to 22nd
May 2014. India as an international secretariat, the
program was organized by Butterflies where 40
children and 20 adult focal persons participated
from six different countries
(Afganistan, Ghana, Srilanka, Kirgizstan, Nepal and
India).

In the program, three organizations; VOC, Youth
Society Nepal, Chitwan and CWSN, Pokhara
represented from Nepal.

The workshop was focused on the child health
cooperatives. The senior doctor from AIMS Hospital
provided first aid training to the participants. There
was a presentation on the survey of the situation of
the children in health (survey from 16 different
Butterflies' partner organizations) and interaction
about the child rights and protection situation with
Ms. Mamata Sahai, member of child protection
committee, Delhi.

The workshop was also focused on the capacity
building of the Child Health Educators (CHEs) to
provide them responsibilities and opportunities to
work in the communities. There was a half day
session on the main challenging issue of the South
Asia like child marriage and corporal punishment.
Some documentaries were shown on these issues
and discussion with children on current situation in
the community.
